Turns Into Electrical Current
WHAT TO DO AND NOTICE:


Place your hands on the two different metal hands. Notice the electrical current measured by the meter. 

Does the current change when you press harder?

WHAT’S GOING ON?


The hands are made of two different metals; zinc and copper. A current flows through your body from the copper to the zinc. The meter measures the current.

Pressing makes a better electrical connection.  

Damp hands are salty from the sweat on your skin. Salt water is a good conductor of electricity.
